UPCOMING EVENTS: 
On January 29th, after the 11:00am Mass the Religious education students along with the Respect life Group will host our 1st annual World Rosary. Each class will decide on an intention for each decade of the rosary. The intentions will center on the sanctity of life. Each decade of the rosary will be said in a different language with Benediction following the rosary. All students and their families are strongly encouraged to participate. 

Beginning on January 12th; I will present students with one of three choices they will have for the film we will see in February. Each week students will learn about each film and on the 26th of January students will vote for the film they want to see. The film with the most votes will be the one we watch. The film will be viewed in two parts, the first part on February 2nd. The students will be served popcorn and juice. The second part of the film will be shown on February 9th followed by an activity if there is time. Please see me after class to sign a permission slip. Anyone without a signed permission slip will not be allowed to watch the film. If there is a problem with the popcorn and juice I need to know that prior to the start of the film. 

This is the time of year when the weather can be unpredictable and from time to time we will need to cancel classes. When it snows, I usually wait until around noon to make a decision as to whether it is safe to have classes or not. My decision comes from my ability to get to and from work, weather reports, and a conversation with Father Hugh.
